JOB PURPOSE:

Perform journeyman-level painting and related work, under general supervision, required for preservation,
cleanliness, security and beautification of interior and exterior surfaces of buildings, structures, parking lots,
and equipment. Perform additional duties of lead worker, which include: assisting with supervision, technical
guidance (training) to others, developing quotes, reviewing vendor estimates, scheduling, prioritizing and

assigning work orders.

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

e Prepare surfaces for paint, varnish, enamel, lacquer, or stain application using appropriate
chemicals and tools.

e Apply paint, varnish, enamel, lacquer and stain to interior and exterior surfaces using brushes,
rollers and spray guns.

¢ Install glass including preparing frames, measuring and cutting to specification, placing and securing
glass in frames utilizing a variety of procedures and tools.

e Mix paint to specified colors and textures using oil, thinner, drying agents and various pigments and
solvents.

e Tape and texture drywall surfaces.

e Install resilient tile and replace broken tile including preparing surfaces, installing tile base,
arranging tile designs, cutting tile to fit securely and neatly around edges and corners.

e Erect and safely utilize scaffolding, ladders, or swings.

e Clean brushes, rollers, spray guns, and other tools; clean work areas and installed glass.

e Finish or refinish furniture utilizing the appropriate procedures and materials.

e Read and interpret construction drawings and specifications to determine equipment and materials
required and methods of installation to complete project.

e Assist with supervision, project prioritization, and training.

Properties of paint and other coatings and proper application methods.

Basic and routine construction drawings, blueprints, sketches, diagrams, and specifications.
Occupational hazards and safety precautions of the trade.

Current trade methods, materials surface preparation and equipment.

Local, state and federal regulations.

Training methods and procedures.

Scheduling and supervisory techniques.

Skills and Abilities to:

Read, interpret and work from routine sketches, blueprints, specifications, and construction
drawings.
Read, understand and follow safety procedures.

Communicate effectively both orally and in writing.



e Prepare surfaces for paint, varnish, enamel, lacquer, or stain application using appropriate
chemicals and tools.

e Mix and apply paint, varnish, enamel, lacquer, or stain applications at the journeyman level.

e Install glass including the ability to prepare frames.

e Tape, texture and repair drywall surfaces at the journeyman level.

e Install and replace tile surfaces.

e Erect and work safely on scaffolding, ladders, and swings or with other special painting equipment
including working with heights.

e Maintain and clean brushes, rollers, spray guns and other tools.

e  Finish or refinish furniture.

e Move objects weighing up to 50 pounds regularly.

e Safely and efficiently operate and use associated tools and equipment.

e Work as a team member and foster a cooperative work environment.

e Lead and prioritize projects.

e Schedule and manage in the manager’s absence.

WORKING CONDITIONS:
Shop and in/outdoor environments; regular exposure to paint and chemical fumes; occasionally subject to

heights (up to 11 stories).
