JOB PURPOSE:
Perform, supervise and coordinate specific horticultural practices for the purposes of research, landscaping,
teaching and general observation of plants; provide technical advice on special projects.

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

e Supervise support staff; maintain work schedules and assign job duties related to project(s).

e Nurture plants, trees and shrubs used in research projects and/or campus landscaping including
planting and transplanting seeds, seedlings and clippings, inspecting plants and plant beds, and
watering as necessary; screen and mix soils for use in transplanting flowers and plants.

e Maintain proper greenhouse conditions.

e Responsible for designated outside areas including seedbed preparation, planting, fertilization,
irrigation, cultivation, appropriate herbicide and pesticide application, and pruning trees and
shrubs.

e Check operation of facility; maintain quality and safe operations; solve emergency problems on
weekends or during evening hours as required; maintain cleanliness of greenhouse facility, which
includes handling vandalism problems at site.

e Assist with special projects including designing, locating equipment and materials, or making special
preparations for project/event.

e Perform or coordinate with Physical Plant or outside contractors’ routine or preventive maintenance
repairs on designated facility and equipment.

e Purchase or request materials, supplies and equipment; prepare budget requests and monitor
expenditures; some positions are responsible for billing for services and/or making
recommendations on operating budgets.

e Some positions may provide maintenance to and operate equipment such as tractors, sprinkler
systems, hydraulic systems, rototillers, mowers, sprayers and other assigned equipment.

Skills and Abilities to:

e Plant and transplant seeds, seedlings, and clippings including inspecting plants, watering
appropriately, weeding, cultivating, screening and mixing soil.
e Maintain greenhouse environmental system and monitor changes to environmental conditions.

e Recognize plant diseases or insect problems and effectively implement treatment.



e Solve emergency problems during evening and weekend hours.

e Request or purchase materials, supplies and equipment, as directed.

e Some positions establish an operational budget, monitor expenditures, and bill for facility\usage.

e Manage projects to meet multiple deadlines.

e Move heavy objects, stand, kneel, and crouch regularly.

e Effectively and safely mix and use chemicals, herbicides and pesticides.

e Use hand and power tools applicable to the trade.

e Design plant beds and other areas within or outside of the Greenhouse.

e Safely and efficiently operate, maintain and repair equipment, machinery, and tools used in the
trade.

e Organize resources and establish priorities.

e Work as a team member and foster a cooperative work environment.

WORKING CONDITIONS:
Standard greenhouse and outside environment; regular exposure to working in confined areas, hazardous
chemicals, dirt, dust, noise, fumes and vapors; exposed to regular temperature and climate changes;

seasonally subjected to adverse weather conditions when performing outdoor tasks.
